Sustainable Development Policy

Sustainable Development is understood to mean “development that meets the needs of the present, without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs."

1. Youth Unlimited CIC commits to upholding and promoting sustainable development principles in delivery of all youth work Projects and shall take measures to ensure where possible, that projects:

a. Minimises waste and recycle where practically possible

b. Minimises energy consumption;

c. Minimises the use of travel and promotes the use of public, group or green transport where travel is unavoidable.  

Youth Unlimited shall take measures to communicate and promote sustainable development to its staff, Delivery Partner/s, contractors and participants of all Youth Unlimited youth work projects
2. The promotion and application of such principles shall be included as a condition of the Service Level Agreements with our Delivery Partner/s and in contracts with suppliers.  

3. Delivery Partner/s shall be required to ensure that any sub-contractors promote and apply sustainable development principles, and this should be clearly stated in any contract documentation.

4. Youth Unlimited CIC and its Delivery Partner/s will dispose of waste using a registered waste collector.  Where relevant, electrical waste requiring disposal, will be disposed of in accordance with the legislative requirements of the WEEE Directive.  

5. This Policy will be communicated to all Delivery Partner/s and staff associated with
 Youth Unlimited CIC and supported to comply with it.  
6. The Policy will be embedded into project delivery, including support to participants where applicable.

7. The monitoring and review of this policy will seek to ensure that:
a. It is being delivered as described;

b. The actions taken are having an impact and there is evidence of impact against environmental baselines;

c. The Policy is still fit for purpose and in line with recommended guidelines.
